Purpose of This Cour se:

The purpose of this course is to introduce you to key educational areas that rabbis may
likely encounter in their work, including teaching, interactive sermons, adult education,
informal education, havurot, family education, and dealing with a Religious School. This
semester will have a practical emphasis. One of the goals of this course is to provide you
with educational concepts, tools, techniques and resources which you can use in your
future work in the rabbinate. Thus, we will conduct a number of sessions as “educational
workshops” applying the topics and methods we are learning. There will be a number of
short assignments (see below) which will give you practice in creating actual materials
that you might use in some of these rabbinic-educational settings. Students are also
encouraged to share real dilemmas in education that they face.

Course Requirements:

There will be background reading for each session (dates are given in the syllabus). You
will be asked to prepare 6 Assignments out of the 7 listed in the syllabus below. The first
Assignment, due Oct 16™ isrequired of all. Assignments should be emailed as an
attachment by the morning of the day the assignment is due so that I can have a chance to
look at them before class. A number of these assignments will be shared orally as part of
our class experience, so a hard copy should be brought to class.
