Jewish Living 2: Mo’ed

This course centers on intensive study of the third chapter of yop 7y noon, a ps that focuses on
death and mourning, a central area of rabbinic practice and pastoral care. The 15 also spends a
significant amount of time exploring connections between mourning and rejoicing. As we consider
ancient conceptions of death and mourning along with with festivals and rejoicing, we will solidify
and expand upon textual skills built during the first year of study. These skills will include the ability

to:

identify, translate, and define words that function as sugyah building blocks (9350 o>n»1n)
o identify a sugyah’s layers

e articulate a sugyah’s organizing principles

e know why you don’t understand something in a sugyah

e ask a range of questions about a sugyah

e use w1 as a help and not a hindrance

e see the ways in which form and content together create meaning

e enjoy studying Talmud

This course will also briefly introduce the use of maoin.

Requirements

You will be expected to come to class each week with a good (but not perfect) understanding of the
»ono. This includes being able to identify and translate 0»y>v onamn, identifying the sugyah’s layers
(tannaitic, amoraic, anonymous), and the sugyah’s argument structure. These are all skills that we
will work on together, but it is essential that you come to class on time and well prepared! | will hand
out additional worksheets and sources in My>v.
